ASSOCIATED SYMPTOMS - ACUTE STROKE
Warning Signs of Stroke:

Sudden numbness, weakness or paralysis of the face, arm or leg

Difficulty in speaking, writing, or understanding simple statements

Decreased vision or transient blindness in one eye

An episode of double vision

Unexplained dizziness, loss of balance or sudden falls

Sudden, severe headaches with no apparent cause

Duration of symptoms < 6 hours
